Learning in Bae Tri
We aim to provide your child with a secure, caring and happy environment in

which they will gain skills in all Areas of Learning Experiences (AOLE).

Our teaching is tailored to your child’s individual needs. Their needs will already

have been identified through a range of baseline assessments.

On a daily basis the children will engage in a range of literacy, Cymraeg,

numeracy and DCF activities. Throughout the year we will be covering the six

areas of learning.

During afternoon sessions we will be learning through an inquiry-based

approach where the adults go on a learning journey with the children.

We will use natural materials and real-life resources where possible and provide

a neutral classroom environment suitable for all learners.
