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We want your child to have a very happy and successful time with us and hope

this book may answer any questions or concerns you may have.

The First Few 
Weeks

Starting Nursery/Dechrau’r Tymor: Children are admitted into Nursery as soon as

possible following their 3rd birthday. When children first start school we should not

underestimate what an emotionally and physically tiring time it is for them. Although

most children will have been used to attending some pre-school settings they will find

that school is a different sort of place. There is a lot to learn and adapt to; the routine of

the day, where everything is kept, where the toilets are, being part of a larger group– the

list is endless. When your child first starts school do not be surprised if they tell you very

little about it. Some children like to reflect and absorb what is going on, others enjoy their

own ‘secret life’, while some chatter constantly about it. Our Early Years staff are here to

help your child settle in and most settle very quickly, your role as parent is vital, please

tell the staff if you have any worries or concerns about your child settling.

Medical Needs/Anghenion Meddygol: Please notify the school if your child has

specific medical needs to ensure that a medical plan is agreed with the Headteacher. If

medication is required during school time e.g. asthma pumps, an authorisation form must

be completed and permission given by Ms. Hanson (Headteacher) or Mrs. Eynon (Deputy

Headteacher).

Illness or Accidents / Salwch neu Damweiniau: Should your child become ill or

sustain an injury at school, every effort will be made to contact parents or carers, please

ensure you keep your contact details up to date at the school office. In an emergency,

appropriate emergency services will be called. If your child is ill, please inform the school

as soon as possible.

Toilet accidents/Damweiniau Toiled: If your child has a minor toilet accident, staff will

change your child. Please notify the class teacher if you do not wish your child to be

changed in school. Children who have a tummy upset and have a toilet accident will be

sent home to avoid spreading germs.

Milk and Snack/Llaeth a Byrbrydau: All children participate in Snack Time each day.

We would be grateful if you could send a contribution of £1.20 a week for fruit

snack. Water is available through the session for children. Please notify the class teacher

if your child does not drink milk or has any allergies.



The Curriculum
Learning and Teaching/Dysgu ac Addysgu:

Our teaching is tailored to your child’s individual needs. For 
most of the time your child will be taught in the area that 
they are playing in. Some examples are learning numbers in 
the construction area, letter sounds in the role-play area, 
learning letter formation in the outdoors. Each adult in the 
Bae supports your child in their learning, provides  challenge 
and guides them to move onto their next step. 



Learning and Teaching/Dysgu ac Addysgu:

We are passionate about learning through an inquiry based 
approach where the adults go on a learning journey with the 
children. We learn through first hand experiences and 
provide the opportunities for them to explore their world by 
stimulating their imagination and curiosity both indoors and 
outdoors.

Curriculum for Wales 2022

The Curriculum
Continuous and Enhanced Provision 

• We take a holistic approach to children's development, building on 
their current skills, previous learning and knowledge and experience. 

• Your child will experience a variety of continuous provision such as a 
role play corner, math's area, writing corner, reading corner, small 
world, construction and outdoor area.

• The enhanced provision activities will change based upon the 
children’s open inquiries.



Outdoor Learning What do we do in Outdoor Learning?
During the Outdoor Learning sessions safety is discussed and becomes
embedded in the learning. Children learn to recognise risk, why rules apply and
how to be safe in an outdoor environment. Over time the children risk assess
their own situations enabling them to explore, discover, problem solve and learn
using the seasons, nature and the outdoor environment. Elements of the
curriculum are delivered outside and therefore sessions are part directed and
part child led. The children have a drink and a snack taking it in turns to be snack
helpers. Manners are encouraged at all times. When appropriate the children
will learn safe tool use, bushcraft skills, seasonal nature based activities and
outdoor cooking. All activities are small achievable tasks that encourage the
children to succeed.

Why is Outdoor Learning important?
Outdoor Learning is an important and valuable dimension to the children's
school experience at Pennard Primary School. It enables children to connect with
nature and it fosters a sense of respect and ownership with the outdoor
environment. Outdoor Learning activities are designed to develop self
confidence and self esteem through hands on learning experiences using natural
materials. The children learn how to be safe, keep their friends safe and treat the
site with respect. Outdoor Learning offers all children wider opportunities to
thrive and celebrate skills that they wouldn't have the chance to share in the
classroom.

Why is play important?
Young children learn through play, they readily engage in and enjoy playing. At
the same time, play makes a major contribution to all aspects of children's
development and learning. Play allows children to develop in a variety of ways, it
allows them to listen and observe, to talk, to explore, investigate, experiment
and to create. Play allows children to express their ideas and feelings in a variety
of ways. Different types of play provide opportunities to explore alone, alongside
others or co-operatively.



What & How will 
my child learn?

Through carefully planned opportunities for play and a wide range of other activities we
aim to develop learning in a range of ways. Our role as educators here at Pennard is to help
children and guide their play, to offer choices, to challenge children with care and
sensitivity, to encourage them and to move their learning along.

Languages, Literacy and Communication / Ieithoedd, Llythrennedd a Chyfathrebu
Children develop language, literacy and communication skills through many carefully 
planned opportunities to listen to stories, to learn rhymes, to report on experiences, to ask 
and answer questions. A wide range pf first-hand sensory experiences give children 
opportunities to: 
Listen to and carry out instructions
Speak in a variety of group situations
Show and interest in books and choose to look at books with or without an adult
Enjoy listening to stories that are told to them
Experimenting with mark making, using a variety of media
Producing pieces of emergent writing
Communicate by using symbols, pictures and words
Welsh Language Development/ Datblygiad y Gymraeg
Children are encouraged to learn and use simple Welsh phrases and commands in their
play and throughout the day. They are given opportunities to;
Show that they understand basic instructions
Join in with simple rhymes and stories
Speak, substituting words in familiar patterns
Recite or sing Welsh, poems, songs and raps
Experiment with mark-making, using a variety of media
Follow stories read to them and respond as appropriate

Mathematical & Numeracy /  Matheateg a Rhifedd
Carefully structured play experiences enable children to develop their mathematical skills
to solve mathematical problems, communicate mathematically and reason mathematically.
Children are given opportunities to:
Develop an interest in, and an understanding of number
Sort and classify sets of objects using one or more criteria
Use number in their play and daily activities, including number rhymes, songs, stories and 
counting activities for Wales and around the world.
Understand and use measures
Play with shapes; make models and pictures



What & How will 
my child learn?

Humanities, Science & Technology / Dyniaethau, Gwyddoniath a Thechnoleg
We aim to foster and develop children’s natural interest about people and the world around
them using their senses to find things out. Many of the planned learning experiences take
place outdoors. We have a number of staff trained in Outdoor Learning. The philosophy of
Outdoor Learning encourages and inspires children through learning about the natural
environment, how to handle risks and more importantly, how to use their own initiative to
solve problems and co-operate with others. This all aims to develop their emotional and
social skills. We have sets of waterproof clothing available for each child to support our
Outdoor Learning. We ask parents to provide a pair of Wellington boots, labelled with your
child’s name, these should stay in school for use during outdoor play and Outdoor Learning.
Children will be given opportunities to develop an awareness of religious celebrations and
festivals, and to develop empathy towards those whose beliefs are different to their own.
They will be encouraged to develop curiosity and knowledge about the world.

Expressive Arts / Y Celfuddau Mynegiannol
Children’s art, craft and design skills, musical skills and creative movement skills are fostered
and promoted through using their senses, imagination and experience. Through rich multi-
sensory experiences and by using a wide variety of resources children will be given
opportunities to:
• Mix, shape, arrange and combine materials to create their own images and objects that 

communicate and express their ideas feels and memories
• Explore and experiment with a variety of techniques and materials
• Explore a range of sound sources and experiment with different ways of make and 

organising sounds
• Enjoy singing and joining in with a range of songs and rhymes
• Develop their control by linking movement to create a series of changing body shapes 

and pathways



What & How will 
my child learn?

Health & Wellbeing / Lechyd a Lles
Physical Development focuses on increasing the skill and performance of the
body. Activities planned give opportunities to:
• Be able to move safely with increasing control and co-ordination
• Use a range of tools and equipment to develop skills in visual

discrimination, hand/eye co-ordination and manipulation
• Become knowledgeable about spatial awareness and relationships such

as behind, underneath, below, over, under and on top of
• Recognise the effects exercise has on their bodies as they move

Health and Well Being is at the heart of the curriculum. At Pennard we place 
the child at the centre of all we do.  We aim to build on their previous 
learning at home and give them opportunities to develop the skills, 
knowledge and understanding to achieve the best possible learning 
outcomes. Our Early Years provision strives to contribute to all areas of 
children’s development ensuring equal opportunities in respect of race, 
gender, disability or special need. Carefully planned experiences will help 
them to:

• Gain an understanding of right and wrong



Dough Disco & 
Squiggle while you 

wiggle! 

‘Dough Disco’ is a fun activity which combines the use of 
play dough with a series of hand and finger exercises 
designed to improve fine muscle control. The movements 
develop children’s fine and gross motor dexterity, hand-
eye coordination and self-esteem.

'Squiggle While You Wiggle' is a fantastic approach to aid 
and stimulate early writing. We use movement to music to 
help develop our motor skills and get us ready for our 
writing jobs. We grab two bits of cloth, one for each hand, 
put on our favourite music and have a boogie! Whilst we 
are dancing, we use our Flipper Flappers to create 
different shapes in the air. We create letters, numbers, 
circles and stripes. We even do simple 'up and down' and 
'side to side' movements.

Dough Disco and squiggle while you wiggle is part of our 
daily routine, warming up those important muscles in our 
hands, arms and shoulders in preparation for a busy day in 
Bae Un!
