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Zambia School Partnership Project 
We are working with several schools in Swansea and along with some schools in Zambia on a project linked to 
sustainability. On Friday 13th October we will welcome our partner teacher from Zambia to our school. All our 
children will have the opportunity to meet our visitor, but our Bae 3 children will take part in the workshops 
we will be running in school. 
The project is focussing on plastic and finding useful ways to reuse plastic to make shelters. While we often 
think of plastic in bottles and packaging, we wanted to raise awareness of the plastic used in clothing and 
many fabric items we use. We would like to recycle any old waterproof coats or clothing you might have, old 
tents, tarps or even shopping bags or rucksacks made from waterproof fabric.
